2025 USA Fellows

50 artists and collectives, hailing from 21 states, receive
unrestricted $50,000 awards

CHICAGO, IL — January 30, 2025 — United States Artists (USA) is pleased to
announce the 2025 USA Fellows, a cohort of 50 artists and collectives from 10
creative disciplines. Honoring the contributions to their respective communities and
the broader culture of the nation, each awardee will receive a $50,000 unrestricted
cash award. Additionally, the Fellows will receive access to a variety of professional
services and field resources allowing for a deepened impact on their practice and
supporting their essential roles in society.

The USA Fellowship recognizes a broad diversity of regions and mediums, awarding
artists across the nation for their groundbreaking artistic visions and unique
perspectives within their field. The fellowship is awarded through a year-long peer-
led selection process in the disciplines of Architecture & Design, Craft, Dance, Film,
Media, Music, Theater & Performance, Traditional Arts, Visual Art, and Writing. The
2025 USA Fellowship includes 50 artists and collectives across 10 disciplines in 21 US
states, spanning the most nascent to mature stages of careers.

While awarded within 10 distinct disciplines, the 2025 USA Fellows push boundaries
across disciplines, identities, and definitions, demonstrating boundless explorations
of creativity and innovation throughout their multidisciplinary practices. Deeply
rooted in notions of origin and belonging, the 2025 cohort examines a breadth of
lived experiences and cultural histories, engaging their communities in dialogues both
past and present while charting paths for their collective futures.
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“We are honored to announce the 2025 USA Fellowship with this wonderfully skilled
and multifaceted group of Fellows,” says Judilee Reed, President and CEO of United
States Artists. “Much like this cohort, our support through the USA Fellowship is
enduring and manifold, extending beyond a momentary and monetary contribution to
establish a durable and sustainable relationship that artists may draw on at each
stage of their careers.”

Based across the United States, this year’s cohort has the distinction of representing
4 native Hawaiian and 12 Indigenous artists and collaboratives, making 2025 one of
USA’s most highly indexed for representation of identities that precede constitutional
nationality. Countering historically rigid definitions of artistic achievement, the 2025
USA Fellowship platforms fellows with collaborative and colloquial practices in
disciplines such as Craft, Traditional Arts, and Writing, whose work demonstrates the
full capacity of cultural production. Foregrounding the progressive shift toward
mutual aid and self-generated artist economies, the 2025 USA Fellowship awards
three collaboratives that articulate the importance of artistic partnership and equity
in social practice.

USA Fellows are selected based on their groundbreaking artistic visions, unique
perspectives within their fields, and evident potential for the award to make a
significant impact in their practices and lives. Artists are annually nominated to apply
by a rotating committee of arts professionals from across the United States, with
applications subsequently reviewed by discipline-specific panels. Demonstrating
artists” unique ability to affect the cultural landscape at any stage in their career,
nearly a quarter of this year’s cohort are artists over 50, while the Fellowship’s
youngest first-time nominee is in their 20s. Embracing the evolving ecosystem of arts
funding, the USA Fellowship fosters durable relationships with artists that transcend
beyond each cycle of funding.
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“As we approach our 20th anniversary, the USA Fellowship takes an increasingly
significant role in how we view the arts funding landscape,” says Ed Henry, United
States Artists Board Chair. “In addition to being an exceptional group of artists and
practitioners, this year’s cohort of Fellows manifest the many ways in which USA, and
the broader art world, consider the support of artists - at all stages of their career,
in all areas of their lives, and during all moments in our shared cultural history.”

Past awardees include photographer and performance artist Maria Magdalena
Campos-Pons (2024), choreographer and tap dancer Ayodele Casel (2023), musician
and composer Laura Ortman (2022), creative composer and trumpeter Wadada Leo
Smith (2021), painter and visual artist Howardena Pindell (2020), dancer and
choreographer Alice Sheppard (2019), poet Claudia Rankine (2016), potter Roberto
Lugo (2016), writer Teju Cole (2015), filmmaker Barry Jenkins (2012), documentary
filmmaker Laura Poitras (2010), fashion designers Kate and Laura Mulleavy of Rodarte
(2009), multidisciplinary artist Martha Rosler (2008), and multimedia artist Paul Chan
(2007).

Launched in 2006, the USA Fellowship is United States Artists’ flagship program,
through which it has distributed over $41 million to date to more than 1,000 creative
practitioners. As an unrestricted award, the USA Fellowship embodies the
organization’s commitment to unconditional support of artists, giving awardees the
agency to allocate the funds however they choose, whether it be towards expanding
their practices, paying rent, acquiring healthcare, or investing in their communities.
Given the scale and breadth of the program, USA engages with a plurality of creative
communities across the United States, going beyond conventional art world centers
and embracing often overlooked mediums and approaches.

In addition to the $50,000 cash award, Fellows will additionally have access to
financial planning services and grant writing assistance over the course of the next
year. These accompanying resources reflect USA’s agility in addressing artists’
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evolving needs, being in constant dialogue with artists on how their practices and
livelihoods can be most effectively supported.

In addition to direct support of artists and cultural practitioners, USA is a key advisor
and partner within arts philanthropy, working with foundations, philanthropists, and
other field leaders to conduct research, design programs, and administer funds in
response to their mission and the needs of artists. Partners have included the Center
for Art, Research and Alliances (CARA), Ford Foundation, John S. and James L. Knight
Foundation, Kenneth Rainin Foundation, Maxwell/Hanrahan Foundation, Mellon
Foundation, and others. In 2020, USA was one of the core organizers of Artist Relief,
an emergency, coalition-led initiative that supported artists financially impacted by
the COVID-19 pandemic, which distributed more than $23.4 million in emergency
grants to 4,682 artists over 15 months.

USA’s work is made possible through the support of various philanthropic
foundations, companies, and individuals who share in its mission to celebrate the
tremendous cultural contributions of artists and sustain creative ecosystems to
enable artists and cultural practitioners to thrive.

USA Fellowships are $§50,000 in unrestricted money that the artists can use in any
way they would like. In addition to the award, current Fellows have access to financial
planning, career consulting, legal advice, and other professional services as
requested.

Fellows are selected through a nomination, application, and review process. Each
year, artists are anonymously nominated by a geographically diverse and rotating
group of arts professionals to apply for the Fellowship. Applications are reviewed by
discipline-specific panels for their artistic vision, contributions to the field, and the
potential impact of the award on their practice. Panels recommend finalists for
board approval. USA fundraises annually to make as many awards as possible.

Since 2006, the USA Fellowship program has awarded over $38.5 million to more than
750 artists thanks to our funders who understand the value of supporting artists
unconditionally. We believe that by investing in artists, we are investing in the cultural
and social fabric of our world, ensuring that their voices continue to enrich our lives
and broaden our horizons.

CHICAGO, IL — 30 de enero de 2025 — United States Artists (USA) se complace en
anunciar a los Becarios USA 2025, un grupo compuesto por 50 artistas y colectivos
de 10 disciplinas creativas. En reconocimiento a sus contribuciones a sus respectivas
comunidades y a la cultura en general de la nacidn, cada galardonado recibira un
premio en efectivo sin restricciones de $50.000. Ademas, los becarios tendran
acceso a una variedad de servicios profesionales y recursos del sector, lo que les
permitird profundizar el impacto en sus practicas y apoyar sus roles esenciales en la
sociedad.

La Beca USA reconoce una amplia diversidad de regiones y medios artisticos,
premiando a artistas de todo el pais por sus innovadoras visiones artisticas y
perspectivas unicas dentro de sus campos. La beca se otorga a través de un proceso
de seleccidn dirigido por pares que dura un afio y abarca las disciplinas de
Arquitectura y Diseno, Artesania, Danza, Cine, Medios, Musica, Teatro y Performance,
Artes Tradicionales, Artes Visuales y Escritura. La Beca USA 2025 incluye a 50 artistas
y colectivos en 10 disciplinas de 21 estados de los EE. UU., abarcando desde las
etapas mas iniciales hasta las mas maduras de sus carreras.

Aunque se otorgan dentro de 10 disciplinas distintas, los Becarios USA 2025
trascienden los limites entre disciplinas, identidades y definiciones, demostrando
exploraciones ilimitadas de creatividad e innovacién en sus practicas
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multidisciplinarias. Profundamente arraigados en nociones de origen y pertenencia,
el grupo de 2025 examina una amplia variedad de experiencias vividas e historias
culturales, involucrando a sus comunidades en didlogos tanto del pasado como del
presente, al tiempo que trazan caminos para sus futuros colectivos.

"Nos sentimos honrados de anunciar la Beca USA 2025 con este grupo
maravillosamente talentoso y multifacético de becarios", afirma Judilee Reed,
presidenta y directora ejecutiva de United States Artists. "Al igual que este grupo,
nuestro apoyo a través de la Beca USA es duradero y multifacético, extendiéndose
mas alla de una contribucion momentanea y monetaria para establecer una relacién
duradera y sostenible de la que los artistas puedan beneficiarse en cada etapa de sus
carreras.”

Basado en los Estados Unidos, el grupo de este ano tiene la distincién de incluir a 4
artistas nativos hawaianos y 12 artistas y colectivos indigenas, lo que convierte al
2025 en uno de los anos con mayor indice de representacion de identidades que
preceden a la nacionalidad constitucional. Contrarrestando las definiciones
histéricamente rigidas de logro artistico, la Beca USA 2025 visibiliza a becarios con
practicas colaborativas y coloquiales en disciplinas como Artesania, Artes
Tradicionales y Escritura, cuyo trabajo demuestra la plena capacidad de la
produccidn cultural. Resaltando el cambio progresivo hacia la ayuda mutua y las
economias autogeneradas por artistas, la Beca USA 2025 otorga premios a tres
colectivos que articulan la importancia de la colaboracion artistica y la equidad en la
practica social.

Los Becarios USA son seleccionados por sus innovadoras visiones artisticas,
perspectivas unicas dentro de sus campos y el evidente potencial para que el premio
tenga un impacto significativo en sus practicas y vidas. Los artistas son nominados
anualmente para postularse por un comité rotativo de profesionales del arte de todo
Estados Unidos, con aplicaciones revisadas posteriormente por paneles especificos
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de cada disciplina. Demostrando la capacidad unica de los artistas para influir en el
panorama cultural en cualquier etapa de sus carreras, casi una cuarta parte del
grupo de este ano esta compuesto por artistas mayores de 50 anos, mientras que el
nominado mas joven tiene poco mas de 20 anos. Aceptando el ecosistema evolutivo
de la financiacidn artistica, la Beca USA fomenta relaciones duraderas con los artistas
que trascienden cada ciclo de financiamiento.

“A medida que nos acercamos a nuestro 20 aniversario, la Beca USA ocupa un papel
cada vez mas significativo en cdmo vemos el panorama de la financiacién artistica”,
dice Ed Henry, Presidente del Consejo de United States Artists. “Ademas de ser un
grupo excepcional de artistas y practicantes, el grupo de becarios de este afio
manifiesta las muchas maneras en que USA, y el mundo del arte en general,
considera el apoyo a los artistas: en todas las etapas de sus carreras, en todas las
areas de sus vidas y durante todos los momentos de nuestra historia cultural
compartida”.

Lanzada en 2006, la Beca USA es el programa principal de United States Artists, a
través del cual ha distribuido mas de $41 millones a méas de 1.000 creadores hasta la
fecha. Como premio sin restricciones, la Beca USA encarna el compromiso de la
organizacion con el apoyo incondicional a los artistas, dando a los galardonados la
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libertad de asignar los fondos como deseen, ya sea para expandir sus practicas,
pagar el alquiler, adquirir atencién médica o invertir en sus comunidades. Dada la
escala y amplitud del programa, USA interactua con una pluralidad de comunidades
creativas en todo Estados Unidos, yendo mas alla de los centros convencionales del
mundo del arte y abrazando medios y enfoques a menudo pasados por alto.

Ademas del premio en efectivo de $50.000, los becarios también tendran acceso a
servicios de planificacién financiera y asistencia para la redaccion de subvenciones
durante el proximo ano. Estos recursos adicionales reflejan la capacidad de USA para
adaptarse a las necesidades cambiantes de los artistas, manteniendo un didlogo
constante con ellos sobre como se pueden apoyar mas eficazmente sus practicas y
medios de vida.

Ademas del apoyo directo a artistas y practicantes culturales, USA es un asesor clave
y socio dentro de la filantropia artistica, trabajando con fundaciones, filantropos y
otros lideres del sector para realizar investigaciones, disenar programas y administrar
fondos en respuesta a su misién y las necesidades de los artistas. Entre sus socios se
incluyen el Centro de Arte, Investigacién y Alianzas (CARA), la Fundacion Ford, la
Fundacion John S. y James L. Knight, la Fundacién Kenneth Rainin, la Fundacion
Maxwell/Hanrahan, la Fundacion Mellon y otros. En 2020, USA fue uno de los
organizadores principales de Artist Relief, una iniciativa de emergencia liderada por
una coalicién que apoyd econdmicamente a los artistas afectados por la pandemia
de COVID-19, distribuyendo mas de $23.4 millones en subvenciones de emergencia a
4.682 artistas durante 15 meses.

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Acerca de las Becas USA

Las Becas USA consisten en $50.000 en dinero sin restricciones que los artistas
pueden utilizar de la manera que deseen. Ademas del premio, los becarios actuales
tienen acceso a planificacién financiera, consultoria de carrera, asesoramiento legal
y otros servicios profesionales segun lo soliciten.

Los becarios son seleccionados a través de un proceso de nominacion, aplicaciény
revision. Cada ano, los artistas son nominados de manera andnima por un grupo
geograficamente diverso y rotativo de profesionales del arte para postularse a la
beca. Las aplicaciones son revisadas por paneles especificos de cada disciplina,
quienes evaluan la vision artistica, las contribuciones al campo y el impacto potencial
del premio en su practica. Los paneles recomiendan finalistas para la

aprobacion de la junta directiva. USA recauda fondos anualmente para otorgar la
mayor cantidad posible de premios.
